2. I confirm that I am not engaged in fishing exclusively by hooks and lines for mackerel

3. I understand that in support of my application to the BIM Brexit Temporary Tie-up Scheme (hereafter referred to as the ‘Scheme’) I am required to and will submit the correct names and details of the current crew members, of the Marine Fishing Vessel (MFV) associated with the licence to An Bord Iascaigh Mhara (“BIM”). 

2.1 I undertake to provide the following details to BIM;

a) email address of the crew members;

b) telephone number of crew members: 

c) copy of their safety card(s); and

d) any other documentation as required for governance of the Scheme. 

4. I understand that payment must be made by electronic bank transfer to an account held in the name of the crew member. I understand that proof of payment must be retained by the applicant and that BIM reserve the right to inspect such records at any reasonable time.  

5. I understand that Crew members receiving a share of the payment must not take up alternative employment or claim unemployment benefits/assistance, PUP, etc. during the period of voluntary temporary cessation.

6. I must ensure that a minimum of one third of the payment must be distributed amongst the crew members of the vessel. 

7. I confirm that any payments which are distributed amongst the crew members of the vessel will be paid to such crew members. 

8. I confirm that the following is a complete list of those that are employed/working Crew members of the vessel.
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Any additional crew names should be provided as an appendix

9. I agree to the terms and conditions of the Brexit Temporary Fleet Tie-up Scheme and more specifically that;

8.1 I must ensure that a minimum of one third (33%) of the payment is distributed amongst the crew members of the vessel. 

8.2 I hereby accept and confirm the entitlement of Bord Iascaigh Mhara to seek evidence of payment to the crew having taken place within one calendar month of the date of payment. 

8.3 I undertake, to provide Bord Iascaigh Mhara with evidence of payment to each crew member by way of electronic bank transfer to a bank account held in the crew members name. Also I undertake to provide  any additional  documentation required to demonstrate that the payment has been paid. I acknowledge that Bord Iascaigh Mhara will seek full repayment of the grant and reject my application or reserve the right to reject future applications for a period of at least 5 years if this proof of payment to any member of the Crew is not provided within 1 calendar Month from the date of payment of the Grant Aid.
